[E]vidence from national surveys shows
that the odds of being against abortion
under all circumstances with the
only exception of rape or incest
rises steadily as town size decreases,
taking into account other differences due
to age, gender, education, and region.

Compared to cities of at least 250,000,
the odds of opposing abortion in the
smallest towns are more than
three times higher.
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
