Although the word “radicalism”
is often applied to those on the right
as well as the left, I announced at the
outset that, since we had only one
semester, I planned to focus on what
might be called left-wing radicalism.
Those students who wanted exposure

to right-wing radicalism, I added,
could enroll in any class in
Columbia’s business school.
