As an ideal type,
Superpower might be defined as an
expansive system of power that accepts
no limits other than those it chooses to
impose on itself. Its system blends the
political authority of the "democratic”
state, de jure power, with the powers

represented by the complex of
modern science-technology
and corporate capital.
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
