Without a front, flanks, or rear,
we fought a formless war
against a formless enemy,
who evaporated like the morning mists,
only to materialize in some
unexpected place.
It was a haphazard,

episodic sort of combat.
Most of the time nothing happened.
But when something did, it happened
instantaneously and without warning.
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
